Present: Betsy Forsham, Don Davis, Tim Davis, Rachel Ruppel, Garrett Evans, Walter Baker, Jean LaChance, and Leslie Ward. (Gerry Putnam and Leo Malan were absent.)

7:00 p.m. Chair Betsy opened the meeting. 

Previous Minutes: 

A Motion was made by Leslie to accept the minutes of December 16, 2009 as written. Seconded by Jean. It was unanimously approved.

Financial:

The Town Account balance, as of the end of December, was $564.00, which is 20.49% of the budget. The Conservation Fund Account total, as of the end of December, was $170,472.74 with $159,758.08 in the Conservation Fund and $10,714.66 in the KHR Fund. The money for the purchase of Lot#3 of the Maple Leaf subdivision has been expended. The amount is approximately $40,000.

Correspondence:

Betsy reported on the upcoming budget meetings.

An email from Jenny Menning, forwarded from the NH Lakes Weed Control Grant Program regarding application and the due date of Feb. 19.

H1N1 flue clinic on Jan. 18th at 6 p.m.

ASLPT monitoring reports for Russell Pond and Enroth/Leffert’s. Both look fine.

Misc.

Review of Wetlands Applications and Permits:
There were no wetlands issues.

Review of Intents to Cut and Logging Issues:
A Complete Forestry Notification for wetlands crossings and an Intent to Cut received for Barbara Aquilera, Penecook Rd., T/L # 8/182,112. Lost Cloud is the logger, 24 of 31 acres.

Thomas and Mary Hibbard, North Rd., T/L # 3/470,314. The logger is Nick Brunet, 50 of 363. A continuation of a 2008 cut.

Kenneth and Diane Brown, Fox Chase and Brown Rd., T/L # 4/512,212. The logger is Barry Wheeler, 100 of 157 acres. This property abuts the Wells property.

Old Business:

Betsy reported the Maple Leaf Natural Area, Lot 3 purchase was closed on January 11th with the signing of the warranty deed and payments totaling $40,903.44 for the land, conservation easement and expenses. The conservation easement was also recorded. Betsy sent Roger a thank you, which she read to the Board, along with Roger’s response.

Betsy updated the Board on the Bower project. L-CHIP awarded the full grant request $138,250. Betsy emailed Brian Hotz to thank him on behalf of the Board. The project also received $40,000 from the Q2C grant. Sutton will contribute $50,000 and Warner $70,000. Sutton’s contribution will be expended from the Land Capital Reserve Fund if approved by vote of the Town Meeting in March. Betsy read a draft warrant article. There was discussion. The question was raised about the concern of procedure if Warner does not raise their portion. Betsy will check with Town Counsel.

Don stated it was desirable to look into the possibility of Pound Road as a Class A or B trail. He said we should talk to property owners first, as their support will be key to the success of the proposal. Garrett offered to compile a list of landowner names. It was noted the B designation is more restrictive than the A designation.

New Business:

Betsy read the draft of the SCC 2009 Town Annual Report. It was discussed and revised. It will be decided at the next meeting which maps from the Long Range Conservation Plan Process will be displayed on voting day and/or at Town Meeting, which (hopefully) Dan will provide. Leslie will look into a map of the Bower project, approximately 18x24 in size, for display as well.

Betsy noted that, according to the newspaper, the Lewin Forest holdings in Sutton and Warner recently sold to Cheshire Properties, LLC for $471,000. It is unclear if that included all of it’s holdings in our two towns.

SCC Properties and S-R-K Greenway Reports:

Garrett said he would be monitoring the Wells properties January 23 or 24. He will email to confirm, as Tim and Betsy may join him.

Tim reported he opened up the gates at KHR for snowmobiling.

9:00 p.m. A Motion was made by Tim to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Don. It was unanimously approved.
