Meeting Minutes

    February 10, 2010 @ 7:00 p.m.

7:05 p.m. Chair Betsy Forsham opened the meeting.  Due to the secretary’s absence, she will take the minutes.

 Previous Minutes:

A motion made by Jean, seconded by Wally, to accept the minutes of January 13, 2010 as written. Unanimously approved.

Financial Report:

No town account information is available until there is a budget, after Town Meeting. As of 1/31/10, the Conservation Fund shows a balance of $129,606.01 with $118,888.31 in the main account  and $10,717.70 in the KHR sub-account.  $40,903.44 was expended from the main account on 1/12/10 for the Maple Leaf Natural Area purchase and related expenses.

Correspondence:
1) Notice of Planning Board hearing 1/26/10 re: Harbor View subdivision, Stonehouse Rd.  Betsy attended.  The PB approved allowing the lot (#1) on which Mr. Feins built a house to be exempt from all the conditions of the original subdivision.  Any further activity will be considered “Phase 2"of the subdivision and will be subject to all the conditions of approval from 2007.

2) NH Lakes Association quarterly publication.

3) Notice of final Budget Hearing, 2/9/10 @ 6:00 pm.  Betsy attended.

4) Invitation from the Lake Sunapee Watershed Infrastructure Project to attend upcoming workshops, covering various task force topics, in Feb., March and April.

5) Miscellaneous

Review of Wetland Applications and Issues:
1) Permit by Notification (PBN) for driveway crossings, C. Joslin, T/L # 10-457,439, Summit Rd. and notification by certified letter of same.  Betsy reviewed and signed the plan, having found all to be in order.

2) Standard Dredge & Fill, R. & M. McElroy, T/L #2-484,184, Camp Kemah Rd.& Blaisdell Lake, for boathouse replacement, dredging under same, deck relocation and construction of wooden stairs from road to the lake.  Betsy and Garrett will view the site.  Leon will also be consulted.  Betsy will get a copy of the Shoreland Permit Application as well.

Review of Intents to Cut and Logging Issues:
1) E. & C. Canane, T/L #7-080, 513, Baker Road. Alex Jordan, logger. 10 of 101 acres.

2) H.D. Hurd, T/L #6-440,249, Chalk Pond Road. Warren Wesoja, logger.  50 of 68 acres.  Also received the Complete Forestry Notification for wetland crossings, dated 1/18/10, file # 2010-00116.

Old Business:
1) Betsy has heard nothing further about the Bower project.  More will be known after Town Meeting but she will be contacting Brian Hotz beforehand.  She showed the draft warrant article to two attorneys and made their suggested changes, which she read to the members.  

2) The “Common Land” at Meadow View Farms subdivision was discussed.  There will be an informational site walk of the area, for members of the Homeowners’ Association, on Sunday, Feb. 28, probably at 1:00pm.  Park at the lot on Hominy Pot Rd. There will be a fish habitat biologist from Fish & Game in attendance. Betsy also noted that several amendments to the existing covenants have been proposed and urged SCC members to review them.  The Town’s ownership of Maple Leaf Natural Area (Lot 3), exempts it from most of them, but some do pertain. Betsy will notice the walk, even though it is not really open to the public.

New Business:

1) There was discussion concerning the three members whose terms expire this year (Leslie, Rachel & Gerry).  All concerned expressed a desire to be reappointed.  Betsy will compose a letter to the Board of Selectmen after Town Meeting, asking that they be.

2) There was discussion about emailing agendas and minutes to members rather than mailing them every month (except to those who do not have computers, of course).   It was moved and approved to do so, though mailings will still be sent to Jean and Wally.

3) Betsy indicated that she had spoken with Chief Korbet about meeting with the SCC to discuss class 6 roads and their seasonal posting.  Members suggested he come to our April 14th meeting; Betsy will let him know.

4) Preparations for Voting Day/Town Meeting were discussed.  Leslie said Dan is working on maps.  Members reviewed the important  points to bring up regarding the Bower project.

5) It was decided to have our March meeting on Thursday, March 4 @ 7:00 p.m. to not  conflict with Town Meeting on the 10th.

6) Don discussed his recent attendance at a Friends of Mt. Sunapee meeting regarding state parks and the bills pending before the NH Legislature which will affect them.   Three legislators (McMahon, Odell & Gottling) were in attendance as well as lots of other folks from all over NH.  Don recommended the Friend’s website as being a wonderful source of information about the various bills as well as other topics of interest.

SCC Properties & S-R-K Greenway Reports:
1)Two of the three Wells properties on Dodge Hill Rd. were monitored on 1/23/10,

 (T/L #4-323,231 & #4-437,265), by Garrett, his wife, Tara and Betsy.  A lovely outing with nothing untoward noted.  The SCC will try and monitor the remaining lot in the Spring.

2) Jean noted that the Greenway Annual Meeting on March 28 will be @ 5:00 at the Episcopal Church and will feature a speaker on wolves.
