Betsy reported she received an inquiry from a Colby Sawyer College student regarding co-occurrence mapping and the Delphi process. Betsy forwarded the email to Dan Sundquist.

Miscellaneous

Review of Wetlands Applications and Permits:

The McElroy property, T/L #2-184,484, Camp Kemah Rd. was viewed on February 17 by Garrett, Betsy and Leon regarding wetland permit applications. It was noted the lot is small and steep. A notice was received from DES, dated 2/12/10, stating the Shoreline Application had been received and was being reviewed. It was approved on 03/01/10, as permit # 2010-00236 with conditions which were very basic. A DES Notice of Administrative Completeness for the Dredge and Fill Application was received on 02/22/10.

Review of Intents to Cut and Logging Issues:

There were no intents.

Betsy reported the Town Road agent, Paul Parker, has posted the roads for load limits.

It was noted there is still logging occurring on Penacook Road. Paul Parker has put the logger on notice. 

Old Business:

The Meadowview Common Land walk has been postponed and will be rescheduled sometime after April 15th, when Roger is back.

Betsy updated the Board on the Bower Farm project. Betsy will be talking with Brian Hotz tomorrow. It was agreed by the Board that Article 17 will need to be amended to clarify how the Town of Warner will be funding their portion.

New Business:

Chief Korbet will be meeting with the Board on April 14 regarding motorized vehicles on Class VI roads.

Changes to the current member roster were noted.

SCC Properties & S-R-K Greenway Reports:

Don noted last year’s minutes of the Town Report stated Article 15, pertaining to the authorization of the Town to sell buildings, (RSA 41:14.a) was tabled. He further noted a motion could be made to bring it off the table at this year’s meeting. The Board discussed being prepared for this.
