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                   Meeting Minutes

May 20, 2010 @ 7:00 p.m.

Previous Minutes:

Financial Reports:

There was no information for the Town account. As of the end of April, the Conservation Fund Account total was $129,690.01 with $118,965.36 in the Conservation Fund and $10,724.65 in the KHR Fund.

Review of Wetlands Applications and Permits:

The McElroy property, T/L #2-184,484, Camp Kemah Rd. A request for more information for the Standard Dredge and Fill Application, dated 4/20/2010 was received. Seven items need to be addressed by 6/19/2010.
R. Bourcier, T/L #2-718,466, Blaisdell Lake. A Standard Dredge and Fill Application, dated 5/3/2010, to stabilize 30’ of eroding shoreline along Route 114.

Review of Intents to Cut and Logging Issues:

Linus and Teresa Kalvaitis, T/L #9-618,265, Shaker Street, 3.5 acres. Scott Hill is the logger.
Old Business:

Don reported on the Meadow View Common Land walk. It was agreed by all that it would be best for the land to not be mowed. A clause of the Homeowner’s agreement will need to be changed to reflect this.
Betsy gave an update on the Bower Project.
Betsy reported her query to the DRA regarding raising and expending funds from an existing Capital Reserve Fund at the same meeting, as discussed at this year’s Town Meeting, was found to be of no issue. The DRA stated there is no RSA to back up this claim.
The Town Wetlands sign for 114 was discussed. Don said he has it and needs to put it up.

New Business:
There was discussion regarding the community education night. Dan Sundquist will explain the Delphi voting process that was done with the SCC. Debbie Stanley will speak about conservation easements for ASLPT. Jean will take care of refreshments and invitations. The date will be Wednesday, July 21.
SCC Properties & S-R-K Greenway Reports:

Betsy reported on the ASLPT walk of the Maple Leaf Natural Area. It was very well attended and the SCC gained the names of three new volunteers for trail work.

The Board discussed a Fish and Game grant for the mowing of KHR.  Betsy noted that we did not use last year’s grant due to wet weather. She felt we could use it this year, but will verify this with Fish and Game prior to July 1st.
Don discussed upcoming trail work needs at KHR. Work needs to be done on a wet area, the Lyon Brook Trail, a new small bridge to replace the old one, a second bridge to replace a tree, and some clipping and trimming. Don suggested the Board use funds from the King Hill Account for the second bridge. The work day date will be June 19th.
Jean announced the Greenway is looking for a new director.
The Webb/Crowell land was discussed. Don will contact the Trails Bureau regarding bridges, and Betsy will email Tim Davis for notes he might have made about the subject.
