                   Meeting Minutes

June 9, 2010 @ 7:00 p.m.

Present: Betsy Forsham: Chair, Jean LaChance, Walter Baker, Don Davis, Leon Malan, Gerry Putnam and Garrett Evans. (Leslie Ward and Rachel Ruppel were absent.)

7:00 p.m. Chair Betsy Forsham opened the meeting.

Brian Hotz, from the Forest Society and the Warner Conservation Commission, met with the SCC to update them on the Bower project. There was a change in acreage on the Sutton portion from 123 to approximately 91. This will be reflected in the purchase price as Sutton will pay a portion of the purchase price and stewardship fund as related to the percent of land in their Town. There was also an overall reduction in acreage but an increase in price per acre such that the final price is close to the original figure. Brian will meet with the Selectmen on June 14th to give a presentation of the project. He will give them, among other documents for review, a copy of the Purchase and Sales agreement which should be signed by them at their June 21st meeting. Both the Warner Select Board and the Forest Society attorney have reviewed and approved the Purchase and Sales Agreement. Betsy will pass it along to the Town’s attorney for her review as well. The Board thanked Brian for all his hard work.
Previous Minutes:

A Motion was made by Garrett to accept the minutes of May 20, 2010 as written. It was seconded by Jean and unanimously approved.

Financial Reports:

Betsy reported the Town account balance, as of the end of May, was $2,311.83 which is 78.10% of the budget. As of the end of May, the Conservation Fund Account total was $129,717.55 with $118,990.62 in the Conservation Fund and $10,726.93 in the KHR Fund.

Review of Wetlands Applications and Permits:

R. Boucier (Blaisdell Lake Dock Assoc.), Notice of Administrative Completeness for a Standard Dredge and Fill Application, dated 5/24/2010, to stabilize 30’ of eroding shoreline along Route 114.

 Wetland’s File # 2010-01235, Tax Map # 02-718,466 & 02-755,410.
A Wetlands Restoration Plan was received for part of the T. & J. Paul property, T/L # 08-097,387, Keyser St. The property had been ditched into jurisdictional wetlands. The ditch will be filled in as part of the restoration plan.
Review of Intents to Cut and Logging Issues:

Steve & Ann Lord, Tax Map # 02-190,373 & 02-238,254, Bum Carter Rd., 100 of 168 acres and 45 of 70 acres. Steve Lord will be the logger. His company is Forests Forever, LLC.
Gordon Manning, Nelson Hill Rd., Tax Map # 06-610,001 & 04-548,587. 20 of 165 acres. Manning will be the logger.

Old Business:
Betsy gave an update on the Community Education Program, to be held on July 21st, and plans were discussed. Betsy handed out a draft for a publicity poster, which was corrected and approved by the members.
SCC Properties & S-R-K Greenway Reports:
The Board discussed whether to mow the Enroth parking area. It was decided to do so and Betsy will give Gerry Gagnon a call.
Don will send out a general email regarding the upcoming trail work needs at KHR on June 19th. He added Art Robbins had called him expressing a desire to work with Don on a more regular basis.
Betsy asked Don for a new “Foot Traffic Only” sign for Russell Pond.
Betsy reported Tim Davis responded to her email regarding the Webb/Crowell land and a bridge across the Lane River. The length of the span needs to be determined in order to get a pole. Garrett will measure the gap and Wally will check with Paul Parker about poles.
Don reported on research he had done regarding wetland areas and geosynthetic fiber matting. He added it may be something worth trying at the KHR.

Don reported on his research of footbridges for the KHR. The Department of Agriculture has a great deal of literature on the subject.

The Board discussed trail blazers.

A Motion was made by Betsy to have Don purchase 150 red and 50 blue trail blazers from Voss Signs as well as the required amount of aluminum nails. Seconded by Jean and unanimously approved. (The trail blazers are $0.61 each and the nails are $4.95 per pound.)
Garrett reported Bob Defelice set a deadline of August 15th for any work with the beaver deceivers.

Betsy reminded the members that the Quarry Walk might need some trail maintenance.

9:15 p.m. A Motion was made by Garrett to adjourn the meeting. It was seconded by Wally and unanimously approved.
