                   Meeting Minutes

      September 8, 2010 @ 7:00 p.m.

Previous Minutes:

A Motion was made by Rachel to accept the minutes of August 11, 2010 as amended. It was seconded by Jean and unanimously approved.

Financial Reports:

Betsy reported the Town account balance, as of the end of August, was $1,789.52 which is 60.46% of the budget. As of the end of August, the Conservation Fund Account total was $133,195.13 with $122,461.89 in the Conservation Fund and $10,733.24 in the KHR Fund.

The SCC will be co-sponsors  and  volunteer representatives were picked for the upcoming dates. Rachel will be at the October 2 hike, Ron at the October 23, and none was set for the November 20th. Don will write a history article for the InterTown Record. Jean will report to the Greenway Monday.
Betsy will contact both Charlie Ash and Jenny Menning of the snowmobile club, as well as forward the email from Davis Anderson in which the project and hikes are described. It is hoped that they will participate as well. 
Rachel will look into publicity posters for the Sutton Strut. Betsy will email Brian to see if they have posters, and if so she will give Rachel as a contact.
New Business:

Don reported in detail on the Meadow View Farms Lot Owner’s Association meeting of 8/26/10. Don and Leslie attended. The bylaws were changed with nothing significant. There were considerable changes to the covenants. Covenants 21-30 will need to go before the Planning Board for approval of the changes.
SCC Properties & S-R-K Greenway Reports:
Betsy has not heard from Peter Stanley regarding mowing of the KHR. She will call him.
Wally was not present to report on the bench at the Lefferts Natural Area.

The proposed bridge at Webb/Crowell needs to have the site looked at. Ron, Garret and Betsy will work on this.

The parking area at Maple Leaf was viewed by Betsy and Don. Garrett mentioned it to Chipper Rowe but has not heard back.

Chipper Rowe was receptive to looking at the work regarding taking down some trees and doing some ditching work on the Hominy Pot Trail. There needs to be follow up. Don and Rachel will look into a possible grant.
