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                   Meeting Minutes

      October 13, 2010 @ 7:00 p.m.

Present: Betsy Forsham: Chair, Jean LaChance, Don Davis, Rachel Ruppel, Ron Murray, Garrett Evans, Leon Malan, Gerry Putnam, Leslie Ward and Walter Baker.

7:00 p.m. Chair Betsy Forsham opened the meeting.

Previous Minutes:

A motion was made by Jean and seconded by Leslie to accept the minutes of September 8, 2010 as amended. Unanimously approved.

Financial Reports:

Betsy reported the Town account balance, as of the end of September, was $1,789.52 which is 60.46% of the budget. As of the end of September, the Conservation Fund Account total was $133,217.03 with $122,482.03 in the Conservation Fund and $10,735.00 in the KHR Fund. KHR was mowed for $1,260, $900 of which will be reimbursed by Fish and Game.
The Board discussed the 2011 proposed budget.

A motion was made by Garrett and seconded by Don to accept the 2011 budget for $2,910 as proposed. Unanimously approved.

Capital Improvements Plan:

A motion was made by Jean and seconded by Don to request an appropriation of $20,000 per annum over the next six years for the Capital Improvement Plan. Unanimously approved.

Correspondence:

· Betsy reported receiving the monitoring reports from the ASLPT for Emerson, Enroth and Putnam.  

· NH Assoc. of Conservation Commissions Annual Meeting, Concord, November 6. Members were encouraged to attend as there are some good workshops offered.

Review of Wetlands Applications and Permits:

R. Boucier (Blaisdell Lake Dock Owners’ Assoc.), Notice of Denial of Wetlands Application, Wetland’s File # 2010-01235, T/L # 02/718,466 & 02/755,410.There did not seem to be any compelling reason for the denial.
A second copy of the DES approval for the M. & R. McElroy replacement boathouse on Blaisdell Lake, File # 2010-00288, T/L # 2-194,484. It was believed this was because it was approved by the Governor and Executive Council.

Two possible wetland violations inquires.  
The Board discussed the idea of developing a form letter for violation cases to disseminate as a public awareness resource regarding wetland rules. Springfield has developed such a letter, which New London is now using. More discussion to follow at the next meeting.
Betsy reported the wetlands restoration regarding the Paul property is all set, T/L # 8-097,387, Keyser St, dated 9/14/10.

Review of Intents to Cut and Logging Issues:

Marilyn Kidder, T/L # 9-310,420, Baker Road, 30 of 78.6 acres. Shaun Lagueux (NEFCO) is the logger. There is a little wetlands but no issue.
Old Business:
Bower project update: Bower asked Brian Hotz for the closing to be in November.
Black Mountain Forest (Lewin) update: Rachel reported on the first hike which she said went well and was beautiful. The next hike is on the 23rd. Betsy and Ron will be attending. Betsy and Brian will meet with the Board of Selectmen on October 18th to get the Board’s approval for the project before proceeding with the Public Hearing needed to expend $50,000 from the Conservation Fund for the project. The Public Hearing will be on November 10th. The regular meeting will start at 6:30 with the Public Hearing starting at 7:30. Members were reminded to attend the public presentation by Dan and Brian on Wednesday, October 28th at 7 p.m.

New Business:

Betsy reported on approved DES water withdrawals from Otter and Gile Pond for the Hemp Hill Power Plant, through October 15, 2010.
SCC Properties & S-R-K Greenway Reports:
Betsy reported KHR was mowed on September 24th by Peter Stanley and Dave Carey, each for ten hours. They concentrated on the Northside trails (Mock Turtle, etc.) and were given permission by the owners to access the tops through lot 13. They mowed White Rabbit and Queen’s Run. Lastly, they did some of the Hominy Pot trail and the old logging landing there.
There was discussion regarding a request for trail use with either an ATV or a horse team in connection with a moose hunt. It was noted that neither use is allowed in general and that it did not set a good precedent to make an exception.
A motion was made by Garrett and seconded by Gerry that no ATV’s or horses are allowed for the moose hunt on KHR property. Unanimously approved.

Wally reported on the bench at the Lefferts Natural Area. He will put a stone in the ground at the front of the bench.
Webb/Crowell: Betsy, Ron and Garrett will visit the site and measure for the proposed bridge on Saturday October 16th at 3:30 p.m.

Other:

A motion was made by Garrett and seconded by Don to sign the beaver trapping permit. It passed.
Wally announced the dead trees on Keyser Street will be taken down in the next few weeks (marked with an orange dot), most by PSNH.

9:10 p.m. A motion was made by Garrett to adjourn the meeting. It was seconded by Wally and unanimously approved.
