Meeting Minutes
May 11, 2010


Present: Dan Sundquist, Carrie Thomas, Bob DeFelice, David Burnham, Bob Wright and Roger Wells. (Paul Raynor, Julie McCarthy, Pete Blakeman and Joe Burns were absent.)

7:00 p.m. Chair Dan Sundquist opened the meeting.

Highway Garage Presentation:
Chris Rice, the project manager for TFM Design, gave a presentation to the Board regarding the Sutton Highway Garage building project. Ken Holmes was also present. The company plans to be on site next week. The final color of the building is still undecided. The only change from the map presented at the Sutton Town Meeting was a change in a utility pole location. All DES permits are in place. The new septic required a setback off property that was solved with an easement from the abutter. The project should be done within six months.

Preliminary Conceptual Consultation – Michael Rogers: 
Jeff Evans represented Michael Rogers. Evans explained Rogers would like to change the previous 5 lot major subdivision proposal into a 3 lot minor subdivision. Lot 3 of the old plan has an existing structure Roger’s would like to sell. The new proposal would combine lots 2, 4, and 5 (of the old plan) into one lot with lot1 and lot 3 remaining as they were originally proposed. There was discussion. Dan pointed out that to go from a 5 lot subdivision to a 3 lot subdivision would change from a major to a minor subdivision, but stressed the applicant should understand that Birch Hill Road would still need to be assessed for traffic impact.

Roger Wells stepped down from the Board.

Kezar  Conservation Group: Road Improvement Approval:
Roger Wells and Tom Paul presented the Board with a map and informational sheet and discussed the proposed changes to the current road plans regarding the Kezar Conservation Group subdivision. The changes involve culverts instead of some sub drains, settling basins instead of check dams, cleaning of ditches, the extension of the road improvements by 150 feet, re-grading of the road not to exceed 9%, the removal of one driveway, that was shared, and changing the location of the third. There were questions regarding the settling basin and its position relative to the Town right of way verses private property, maintenance of the settling basin, clearing the south side ditch, filtration qualities of basins in overflows and changes to the hammer head turn around. The Board was in favor of the changes. The Chair will check with Town Counsel regarding the necessary procedures for the changes. The Board will conduct a site visit with Wells and Paul on May 18th at 7 p.m.

Roger Wells returned to the Board.

Subdivision Regulation changes: Section VIII: 
There was discussion with Peter Whitcomb, a soil scientist, regarding converting the High Intensity Soil Survey into the Site Specific Soil Mapping. The new mapping ties directly into the NRCS mapping and will be transmittable to single parcel scale. Dan will keep working with Whitcomb on the changes.

Previous Minutes: 
A Motion was made by Wright to accept the April 13, 2010 minutes as written. Seconded by Wells. Unanimously approved.

8:45 p.m. A Motion was made by Wright to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Dave. Unanimously approved.
