Meeting Minutes
May 25, 2010

7:00 p.m. Chair Dan Sundquist opened the meeting.

Ben Frost: Workforce Housing:
The Board had a discussion with Ben Frost, Director of Public Affairs, the New Hampshire Housing Finance Authority (NHHFA), regarding various aspects of Work Force Housing. Frost reviewed the history and definition of the law, reviewed pending law and discussed current questions with the Board. There was a lot of discussion centering on the issue of the multifamily component. This included defining “limited, but reasonable area”, conversion of old buildings, density of conversion, inclusionary zoning, lot size averaging, and accessory dwellings. It was noted that age restrictive housing does not count towards Workforce housing. The Board will need to have long term affordability restrictions, mandate appropriate architectural design standards and show that the plan is economically viable. Frost announced the NHHFA will be coming out with a guidebook very soon.

Reports:
Wright reported the Board of Selectmen discussed the idea of raising and renovating the old Fire House building.
Wright reported there are numerous dead trees on Kezar Lake Road that are a hazard and will need to be removed. He said the Board of Selectmen thought it should be done after a Public Hearing with the Planning Board. Wright will look into getting an arborist to log the trees. PSNH will be involved.
