Meeting Minutes
June 8, 2010


Present: Dan Sundquist, Bob DeFelice, David Burnham, Bob Wright, Julie McCarthy, Carrie Thomas and Roger Wells. (Pete Blakeman, Joe Burns and Paul Raynor were absent.)

7:00 p.m. Chair Dan Sundquist opened the meeting.

The Chair appointed Julie to sit for Joe.

Roger stepped down from the Board.

Public Hearing: Kezar Conservation Group:
You are hereby notified of a Public Hearing to be held on Tuesday, June 8, 2010 around 7:00 p.m. at the Pillsbury Memorial Town Hall, 93 Main Street, Sutton Mills, NH.
Applicant: Kezar Conservation Group, LLC
Property Location: Map 8 Lot 288,524; Map 8 Lot 278,486; Map 8 Lot 252,483– Kings Hill Road, No. Sutton, NH
Project: Request for Road Changes

A Motion was made by Wright to open the Public Hearing. It was seconded by Carrie and unanimously approved.

The Chair explained to the public that a preliminary non binding consultation had been held previously and this meeting was an administrative public hearing for the public to hear about the proposed changes.

Roger Wells and Tom Paul were present for Kezar Conservation Group. Wells gave a presentation of the proposed changes and handed out a sheet detailing the proposed changes. The Chair asked if the Board had questions. Dan asked if the new briefing was the same as the one given to the Board on May 11th with no new changes and Wells confirmed it was the same. 
The Board heard questions from the public. Chris Rowe stated he did not want culverts or any other device diverting any water on to his property. He also stated he had a drainage easement with Eckman Engineering which stated there could be no changes to the road plans. Wells explained that Eckman designed plans for the previous Meadowview subdivision, to which Rowe is referring, but that new plans, also by Eckman Engineering, were drawn up for the re-subdivision of Kezar Conservation Group. The plans were submitted December 31, 2008 and approved March 24, 2009. This new subdivision made the easement Rowe was referring to null and void. Chris Rowe asked who the Town engineer was. It was explained that the Town does not have a regular engineer, but may hire one for review on bigger subdivisions, and that in the case of the Meadowview subdivision Lou Caron was contracted with the Town.
Harold Rowe Sr. stated he was not against what was proposed he just had a few concerns that included keeping to their own side of the land and the ditching concern about the runoff of the water onto the Row’s property.
The Rowe’s, (Chris, Harold Sr. and Harold Jr.), stated they had never been informed of the public hearing for the Kezar Conservation Group and expressed a desire to have this clarified. The secretary will research this and report back at the next meeting. She will also informing the three owners of the property in writing of her findings.
Chris asked when the road had been approved and Wells answered March 18, 2009, after a public hearing.
The Chair read two letters into the record from the Sutton Fire Department. The first, dated 2/7/09, stating the position of the Fire Department at that time. The second, dated 2/25/09, was a record of the 2/24/09 meeting.
Wells stated all road widening would be on his side. 
Dave asked if the drain would be within the fire truck parking and Wells replied it would not be. 
It was agreed the drainage solution would be no new culverts, with a stone-lined swale above the lay by and below the settlement basin to the north and south. The under drain exit will be removed from the proposal.

A Motion was made by Wright to close the public Hearing and seconded by Bob. Approved unanimously.

There was Board discussion.

A Motion was made by Wright to approve the road changes contingent upon the requests of the letter from Kezar Conservation Group titled Road Improvement Approval Modifications Application and dated June 8, 2010, with the exception the under drain will not be built and there will be no culverts under Kings Hill Road. This was seconded by Carrie and unanimously approved.

There was discussion as to how this should be documented. The Board instructed Wells to go back to Eckman Engineering for the changes.

Roger returned to the Board.

Previous Minutes: 
A Motion was made by Bob to accept the minutes of May 25, 2010 as written. It was seconded by Wright and unanimously approved.

Reports:
Wright reported the Board of Selectmen is drafting a letter regarding the numerous dead trees on Kezar Lake Road that are a hazard. 

Roger inquired how the Board would like to move forward with the Work Force Housing. Dan suggested a field trip to view and photograph some existing examples to use as a data base. Roger will follow up on this.

Correspondence:
CNHRPC is offering two conferences; June 11th will be on Safe Routes to School and June 19th will be a local energy conference.
Dan reported the budget as of April 30th was at 82%.
The next meeting will be June 22 and the Board will discuss the subdivision regulations updating, with Dan inviting Peter Whitcomb to come back in to talk about soils. The agenda will also include a Public Hearing for the Manning’s and a report on the review of the Kezar Conservation Group file and the noticing of the Rowe’s.

8:40 p.m. A Motion was made by Wells to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Bob. Unanimously approved.
