Meeting Minutes
June 22, 2010


Present: Dan Sundquist, Bob DeFelice, Julie McCarthy, Pete Blakeman and Carrie Thomas. (David Burnham, Bob Wright, Joe Burns and Paul Raynor were absent.) Roger Wells arrived late.
7:00 p.m. Chair Dan Sundquist opened the meeting.

The Chair appointed Julie to sit for Joe.

Public Hearing: Gordon & Elaine Manning:

You are hereby notified of a Public Hearing to be held on June 22, 2010 at or around 7:00 p.m. at the Pillsbury Memorial Town Hall, 93 Main Street, Sutton Mills, NH, concerning a Minor Subdivision on Newbury Road, Tax Map # 04-561,531.

A Motion was made by Carrie to accept the application. It was seconded by Pete and unanimously approved.
A Motion was made by Julie to open the Public Hearing. It was seconded by DeFelice and unanimously approved.

Jeff Evans presented for the Manning’s. This is a minor subdivision of two lots. Evans stated the wetlands had been identified and delineated and the State subdivision approval from DES had been received. Pete asked if there was existing access to the lot and if there was a culvert. Evans answered there was access and an old culvert. Pete questioned the 250’ sight distance meeting the requirements. Evans said he went with the most stringent. Pete asked if Paul Parker had looked at the sight and Evans said he had not. Dan asked about the symbol on the drawing???. Evans responded in the 4K area??? Pete asked if the corners are set and Evans answered in the affirmative.
A Motion was made by Pete to close the public hearing. It was seconded by Carrie and unanimously approved.

The Board moved into deliberations.
A Motion was made by Pete to approve the minor subdivision with the condition of satisfactory sight lines no less than 250’ in each direction on lot 2. It was seconded by DeFelice and unanimously approved.

The members signed the Mylar.

There was discussion on the subject of sight line distances and a perceived discrepancy between  two existing documents. Dan pointed out that any new lots formed under subdivision regulations have different criteria than existing, non-conforming lots.

Proposed Subdivision Regulations Changes:
The Board continued discussions on Site Specific Mapping with Peter Whitcomb. The Board agreed to change the vocabulary from minimum lot size to buildable area. Categories 1-6 need to be defined.
Chart corrections are also needed.  Dan will redraft the soil type language. Section G, regarding fill material, was also discussed. Whitcomb mentioned a book by SNEE that would be helpful for the members. This will be disseminated to the Board members and then the subject will be revisited at the next meeting on July 13th. The next step in the process will be to send the proposal to the Town attorney for review. After that there will be a public informational Public Hearing and then the Board will make a decision whether to adopt the proposed changes. The Board thanked Peter Whitcomb for all his help.









Previous Minutes: 
A Motion was made by Roger to accept the minutes of June 8, 2010 as written. It was seconded by Carrie and unanimously approved.

Old Business:
Swett updated the Board on the inquiry into noticing the Rowe’s for the Kezar Conservation Group original subdivision. Chris Rowe was noticed by certified mail on 3 separate dates and the letters were signed for.

Dan updated the Board on the Falvey subdivision. There was discussion. Swett will send a letter to Falvey’s lawyer, Sue Manchester explaining that upon review of the single plat submitted numerous questions and concerns arose from Board members regarding the completion of the package. There are drawings as well as an easements that is still needed. 

Other: 
Swett will write the Board of Selectmen regarding the need for a tracking mechanism for conditions on subdivisions.
