Preliminary Consultation: Trinity Bible Church:
Pastor Doug Dean was present representing Trinity Bible Church. Peter Blakeman, representing Trinity Bible Church as the surveyor, explained the proposal. There are three phases to the proposal.  Other than building expansion there will also be an expanded parking lot, a new septic system, a second point of access to the main road and an underground storm water treatment system. The issues raised were the need for clarification of the wetlands set back , a meeting with the Fire Chief, and a planted buffer between the parking and the road. Phase one would include the addition to the north of the existing building, all drainage, expanded parking, but not the back lot. Trinity Bible Church will need to submit a request for phasing timing, the wetlands setback and the road buffer. Peter will send a letter addressing the issues.
