       Planning Board
      Meeting Minutes
      October 12, 2010



Present: Dan Sundquist, Bob DeFelice, Joe Burns, Roger Wells and Carrie Thomas. (David Burnham, Bob Wright, Pete Blakeman, Julie McCarthy and Paul Raynor were absent.) 

7:00 p.m. The Chair opened the meeting and appointed Roger to sit for Dave.

Public Hearing: John and Maxine Drusendahl:
A motion was made by Roger Wells and seconded by Carrie to move into the Public Hearing. Unanimously approved.
John Drusendahl explained the lot-line adjustment proposal was to create the required setback from the garage on one of the properties that was not currently there. The two lots are to remain the same acreage, both are more than two acres in size and the road frontage stays the same on both lots.
A motion was made by Roger Wells and seconded by Joe to close the Public Hearing. Unanimously approved.

Board Deliberations:
A motion was made by Roger Wells and seconded by Defelice to approve the application as submitted. Unanimously approved.
The Mylar was signed and a signed copy of the map was given to Drusendahl.

Continuation of a Public Hearing: John Michael Rogers:
Attorney Laura Spector was present for the Board. 
Jeff Evans, the surveyor for Mike Rogers, was present.

A motion was made by Wells and seconded by Carrie to re-open the Rogers Public Hearing. Unanimously approved.

Chair Dan Sundquist reported the Board was awaiting information from McCourt Engineering and that something should be received shortly however, it can’t be acted on tonight.

Mike  Rogers said he spoke with the Town’s attorney, Laura Spector, at last night’s Board of Selectmen’s meeting regarding the safety of the road. Laura summed up the information from minutes of the old subdivision application meeting that stated the Board said the road was unsafe and insufficient according to RSA 231:90. Laura cited the Land Vest Case which established the premature definition. The premature definition states that adding additional traffic will create a hazard. She added Rogers becomes the next person to develop after this designation, so he must pay a proportion of fixing the road. According to RSA 231:90, there is not an insufficiency unless there is a really big hazard, such as a sink hole. Spector emphasized the Town does not have an obligation to fix the road, but that Rogers, as the next development, do.
Jeff Evans stated Bernie Waugh said the town can do what it wants. Spector clarified that there is what the Town can do and then there is what the Town must do, and that the two are very different. There was further debate. Spector stated the Planning Board decided in the previous application that the road was unsafe and the subdivision was premature.
Dan said the Board needs to get McCourt’s estimate to move forward.
Spector said there was a suggestion at last night’s Board of Selectmen’s meeting by Elly, the Town Administrator, of using a retired DOT engineer. Evans declined the offer.

A motion was made by Wells and seconded by Joe to continue the Public Hearing until October 26, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. Unanimously approved.
Laura Spector will be present.






Previous Minutes: 
A motion was made by Wells to accept the minutes of September 28, 2010 as written. It was seconded by DeFelice and unanimously approved.

Correspondence:
A flyer on the annual Fall Planning and Zoning Conference.

Reports:
There were none.

Old Business:

· Workforce Housing:
Wells passed out A Sampler of Workforce Housing in the Greater Lebanon Area and it was decided on a visit to some of the sites. Joe, Carrie and Wells are currently interested. Wells will call and set these up. Jennifer Swett will email the whole Board notifying them of the upcoming site visit and listing Wells as the coordinator. The site visit rendezvous will be on November 4th at 8:45 am at the exit 12 park and ride. Dan mentioned he had similar information for the Concord area.

Wells passed out the present proposed changes to the draft of the Work Force Housing Overlay District made by the Board and Town counsel. It was decided Wells will email a copy to Jennifer Swett who will send it out to all Board members for a final go-around of updating.

Wells passed out a table titled Work Force Housing Ordinance Summary and Comparison which lists specifics for other towns in the area.

The November 9th meeting will be reserved for working on the Work Force Housing. Dan will bring a town map.

· Subdivision Revisions:
Dan said he made some revisions to the HISS data but needs to consult with Peter Whitcomb. He will bring it back for the next meeting on October 26th. 

· Capital Improvement Plan: Dan asked about the budget information from Elly. Nothing has been received.  


Other: 
Wells passed out a suggested “Minimum Road Standards for Subdivisions on Existing Roads in Sutton NH”. There was discussion.

Dan mentioned there was a cell tower proposal that was currently with the Zoning Board for a Special Exception and Variances. It will be coming before the Planning Board as a Site Plan Review if it passes the Zoning Board.
There was discussion and it was the sense of the Board that the Planning Board and Zoning Board should work more closely on these types of joint applications, with joint meetings preferred.
