Budget:
Dan reported 53% left. The professional services line will be reduced soon to cover the expenses for the attorney for the Rogers application. Dan will fill in the worksheet with Elly. Swett will copy Dan on the numbers in her proposal. The Board will track the legal spending for this past year.

Roger Wells and Joe Burns recused themselves from the Board.

Kezar Conservation Group:
 Roger Wells met with the Board in a non-binding meeting to clarify the requirements still needed for the Kezar Conservation Group Road Improvements and Lot-line Adjustment. There was discussion. They will be submitting an amended subdivision application to address all the issues.

Roger Wells and Joe Burns returned to the Board.

Workforce Housing:
Wells passed out a newer version of the draft of the Work Force Housing Overlay District that included the Board’s and Town counsel’s changes,  but had added in ,Well’s responses to Town counsel’s remarks. There was discussion centering on a three tiered multi Family designation, setbacks, buffers and architectural standards. Joe reported on the site visits of  November 4th. Wells agreed to prepare a power point presentation that will be taken to groups within the town. It was agreed there was not enough time to properly present the information and make the warrant for 2011, so the Board agreed to have the proposed Ordinance ready for 2012. Dan will take the information and make up a new map and there will be another work session on December 14th. Swett will check with Town council regarding the right-to-know laws and the Planning Board meeting with outside groups to do their presentations. 








Reports:
Wright reported the Board of Selectmen are working on the tracking of items in decisions by the Planning Board and that they are starting to assist in enforcement. They will also be following up on any road bonds. Wright thanked the Chair and the whole Board for the cooperative spirit and professionalism in dealing with this matter.

Dan reported submissions have been received from department chairs regarding the Capital Improvements planning. The figures will be entered into a spreadsheet for the upcoming budget process and the CIP. Dan and Swett will check to see who does the data entry and Dan will check with Elly to see if all reports are in.

Old Business:
Wells handed out a sheet on the road standards of Newbury. There was discussion. Wells will bring in more information for the next meeting.

Other: 
Wally will send a report to Swett after the road visit with Paul Parker regarding the Michael Rogers’s subdivision application and Birch Hill Road.

Dan will be absent for the November 23rd meeting. He will check to see if Pete will Chair this meeting. If not Carrie will.

Swett passed out the Verizon application packets for the public hearing on the 23rd.

Wright will contact Hallahan to request a joint meeting development between the Planning Board and Zoning Board.

The Board of Selectmen will send a letter to Paul Raynor inquiring as to his member status.
