John Michael (Mike) Rogers – Summary 

2008: 
The previous Major Subdivision of 5 lots was heard at a public hearing on 02/12/08 and continued until 06/24/08 at which time the application was denied as the subdivision was determined to be premature, due to hazardous conditions on Birch Hill Road.
At the 06/24/08 Public hearing it was established that Birch Hill Road was already an unsafe road*. It was also determined that the Board could not condition the approval of the subdivision on the applicant paying the cost to improve certain aspects of the road. The applicant could however, agree to pay for the costs first, and then the application could be approved. The applicant chose not to pay for the road improvements (and planned to ask the Town to cover the cost by taking this to Town Meeting). The application was therefore denied.
2010: 
Mike Rogers came before the Board on 5/11/10 for a Preliminary Consultation for a Minor Subdivision of 3 lots. The Chair pointed out to the applicant at that meeting that even though the current application is for a Minor Subdivision (verses the old application which was a Major Subdivision) the issue of Birch Hill Road would still need to be addressed.
