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Meeting Minutes

March 13, 2008

Meeting called to order March 13, 2008 by Chair, Dan Sundquist at 7:05 p.m.  Members in attendance:  Dan Sundquist, Chair; Carrie Thomas; Joe Burns; Peter Blakeman; David Burnham; Courtney Galluzzo and Robert Wright, Jr.
Members not in attendance:  Rich Krajewski and Paul Raynor.

Newly appointed Selectmen, Walter Baker, Jr., was in the audience.  Dan Sundquist gave him a brief history of what the Planning Board does and how it functions.

Nancy Evans – Mylar was signed.  Condition of Lot C being annexed to B was completed.  Land Use Coordinator to mail Mylar to Merrimack County Registry of Deeds.

New 2007-2008 New Hampshire Planning and Land Use Regulation books were distributed to members.

David Burnham, Robert Wright, Jr., and Carrie Thomas expressed that they would like to renew their terms on the Planning Board.  Rich Krajewski was not in attendance.  Linda Ford will contact him to see if he would like to continue on the Board.  The majority of the Board felt that Robert Wright, Jr., was a great asset to the Board and recommended he stay on the Board.

Reviewed correspondence received by Planning Board members.  Linda will make copies of the Spring Conference for Planning and Zoning Board Members and distribute to all members.  There are funds available for this.  Linda will also make copies of the “Saving Special Places 2008” flyer and send to the members.

Dan Sundquist read the DES letter to Jon Feins regarding their conditions for permit acceptance.  Letter has been put in Feins’ file.

Future Zoning Board of Adjustment applications were reviewed.  Jim Ward hearing with the Zoning Board of Adjustment is scheduled for April 16, 2008.  Any Planning Board members wishing to attend are welcome.

7:30 p.m. Wayne Wheeler Public Hearing.  2 lot minor subdivision on Jolly Farm Road.  Jeff Evans was representing for Mr. Wheeler.  Application was accepted as complete.  Robert Wright, Jr., made a motion to accept the application as submitted.  Joe Burns seconded.  Unanimous.

Motion made by Robert Wright, Jr. to open Public Hearing on the Wayne Wheeler application.  Carrie Thomas seconded.  Unanimous.  Property on Jolly Farm Road was previously seen before the Zoning Board of Adjustment in April, 2007.  Case #2007-05.  Variance to Article IV, Section C.3.a.  Ordinance requires a 250’ minimum lot width on a right of way, proposed lot width is 225’ resulting in a variance of 25’.  Granted 4/25/07.

Planning Board application is an Estate Plan for Wayne Wheeler.  Plan is to subdivide land into 2 lots for his grandson’s Devon and Justin after his death.

Motion made by Robert Wright, Jr. to close Public Hearing at 7:55 p.m.  Seconded by Carrie Thomas.  Unanimous.

Motion made by Robert Wright, Jr., to accept the minor 2 lot subdivision by the Planning Board with the following conditions:

Show well and existing septic system location on Lot 1.


2.
Submit a copy of the Life Estate easement documentation.


3.
Reference ZBA case number on the plan notes.

Carrie Thomas seconded.  Unanimous.

8:00 p.m. Continuation of Public Hearing for John Michael and Judith Rogers.  5 lot total major subdivision on Birch Hill Road.  Motion made by Robert Wright, Jr., to reopen Public Hearing.  Seconded by Carrie Thomas.  Unanimous.

In attendance in the audience were:  Philip Murphy, Eric Derleth, Cynthia J. House and Mr. & Mrs. Blachley.

Jeff Evans representing the Rogers submitted updated maps to Board members.

Recap – waiver being requested for traffic impact study.  At the February 12, 2008 meeting the Planning Board voted to do a road walk with Paul Parker, Road Agent, Town of Sutton.

Per Jeff Evans, 2 engineers who do traffic studies stated that traffic studies are not done on dead-end roads because there are no intersections and Birch Hill goes on to a State road not a town road.  He indicated that the engineers would go by the 10 trips per day.  Mr. Evans stated that the town administrator, Elly Phillips, had contacted Sutton’s town Attorney to see what would happen if the town decided that the road needed improvement.


1.
If improvement needed, it will be paved.


2.
If paved, the Town pays cost.  Mr. Rogers is entitled to his percentage of the 4 new lots and that would be all.

Dan Sundquist, Chair, read into the record notes by Paul Parker as reported to Elly Phillips, Town Administrator.

Dan Sundquist, Chair also read into the record a letter from Eric L. Derleth and Cynthia J. House; a letter from Mrs. Ken Rittmueller for Mr. Ken Rittmueller as well as a 2 page petition regarding the road concerns.  A personal survey from Philip Murphy was issued to Board members on the day of the road walk.  There is no copy on file.
Discussion included a previous survey done by William Lawrence in 2007 which questions the accuracy of the survey done by Evans Land Consultants, PLLC; traffic increase; child safety; road standards as well as fire and town maintenance safety of Birch Hill Road.  The Lawrence survey number is listed on the maps already.
Mr. Murphy distributed information he had gathered regarding a personal survey of Birch Hill Road.

Mr. Evans made the following points:


1.
Rittmueller is not an abutter.


2.
No wetland impact.


3.
He is the only wetland scientist in the town of Sutton.


4.
He mapped the entire site.


5.
A HISS has been done.


6.
Sheet run off – there is none on Birch Hill Road.

Dan Sundquist, Chair, requested that since Mr. Rittmueller referenced a prior survey in his letter, that another letter be sent to the Board containing the survey reference number from Mr. Rittmueler.  Mr. Derleth will get in touch with the Rittmuelers.

The Planning Board voted to continue the Public Hearing to April 8, 2008 provided the following conditions have been completed:


1.
Copies of the application mailed to the Fire Chief, Road Agent, Conservation Commission and Police Department for their review.

2.
A traffic study has been done by the applicant.


3.
Previous survey by William Lawrence is submitted to the Planning Board.

Motion made by Joe Burns to deny the waiver request for a traffic study.  David Burnham seconded.  Unanimous.

Motion made by Carrie Thomas to continue the Public Hearing to April 8, 2008 at 7:30 p.m.  Joe Burns seconded.  Unanimous.

Land Use Coordinator to check names on petition per Chair, Dan Sundquist’s request.  

Planning Board briefly discussed the Conditional Use Permit.  Land Use Coordinator to type of a sample form for next meeting.

Robert Wright, Jr., made a motion to adjourn hearing.  Carrie Thomas seconded.  Unanimous.

Section V.A.3.r


Major subdivisions (those of more than three (3) lots) shall be required to furnish a road and traffic study done by a qualified engineer.  See Exhibit B Traffic Impact Analysis.

Section V.B.3,4,5,7,15&17


3 -
Road Profiles – Showing the center line of all proposed roads and the existing grade of the land, at a horizontal scale of fifty (50) feet to the inch and a vertical scale of five (5) feet to the inch.


4 – Road Cross-Sections – Showing, at one-hundred (100) foot stations, the cross-section of proposed roads and the areas to be disturbed for the construction of the road, to a convenient scale (both horizontal and vertical) of not more than one (1) inch to ten (10) feet.


5 – Road Construction Details – Showing construction details of all proposed roads, curbing, sidewalks, drainage structures, sediment and erosion-control structures, and any other required improvements, at a convenient scale.


7 – Existing Roads – A statement of the work required on existing roads to meet the minimum standards of these regulations, including cost estimates.


15 – All Studies – Including but not limited to road-traffic, fiscal-economic, environmental, drainage, and high intensity soil survey – prepared by an outside consultant shall be provided either by the applicant or the consultant in the same number as all other application documents (twelve (12) for a minor subdivision or a major subdivision) and shall include an original signed by the person having prepared the information.


17 – For a major subdivision a copy of the proposed plans shall be submitted to the Police Chief, Fire Chief, Road Agent, Solid Waste Committee and Conservation Commission.

Section IX, Article VI, 1,2&4


1 – Traffic circulation and access including adequacy of streets, entrances and exits, traffic flow, sight distances, curb cuts, turning lanes and existing or recommended traffic signalization.


2 – Pedestrian and bicycle safety access.


4 – Emergency vehicle access, including review by Fire, Policy and Highway Departments.
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
