Meeting Minutes
January 12, 2010


Present: Carrie Thomas Joe Burns, Julie McCarthy, David Burnham and Roger Wells. (Dan Sundquist, Pete Blakeman, Paul Raynor and Bob Wright were absent.)

7:10 p.m. Acting Chair Carrie Thomas opened the meeting. 

Carrie appointed Roger to sit for Dan and Julie to sit for Bob.

A Motion was made by Roger to open the Public Hearing for SAI Communications. Seconded by Joe. Unanimously approved. 

Carrie read the Public Hearing notice:
You are hereby notified of a Public Hearing to be held on or after January 12, 2010 at or around 7:00 p.m. at the Pillsbury Memorial Town Hall, 93 Main Street, Sutton Mills, NH, concerning a request by SAI Communications/ Crown Atlantic/ AT&T,  for  a Site Plan Review,  located at Eaton Grange Road, Map #3, Lot # 406,095A.

SAI Communications representative Bill Hammerhand explained the plans. SAI is looking to replace the three existing antenna with 6 updated 3G antennas and to add a 5’x7’ concrete pad to hold an equipment cabinet. This is an addition of 35 square feet, all within the screened compound. There were questions from the Board. Hammerhand explained the construction would be performed around mid-May and would take about 5-7 days.

A Motion was made by Roger to close the public Hearing. Seconded by Carrie. Unanimously approved.

A Motion was made by Roger to approve the Site Plan Application for SAI Communications. Seconded by Carrie. Unanimously approved.

The second posted public hearing regarding the amending of the Zoning Floodplain Ordinance was changed to January 26th.

Previous Minutes:
A Motion was made by Roger to accept the November 24, 2009 minutes as amended. Seconded by Joe. Unanimously approved.

Reports:
There were none.

Correspondence:
Carrie reviewed the December 2009 budget
Miscellaneous.

Roger made two recommendations:
1- The preparation of a guidance sheet for use by an acting Chair.
2- The Board be polled ahead of time to verify who will be at the upcoming meeting.

Work Force Housing:
Roger asked that Dan be reminded to supply a larger scale map of the village centers.
There was general discussion regarding the “W-2” area designation and the proposal to concentrate on the village centers. The members felt close proximity to Town centers and quality road access  were important. It was not agreed that the actual centers of the Town were the best sights. There was discussion regarding buffers for visual protection.  It was not clear to the Board members whether multi-family dwellings were for ownership or rental. Jennifer Swett will check into any activity with Work Force Housing in other States that may help guide the development process.


Subdivision Regulations Updating:
It was agreed that section VIII of the subdivision regulations, dealing with soils, needs to be finished and adopted. A new set of books would then be published allowing all Board members, Town Hall staff and the public to be referencing the same material.
Jennifer Swett will email Dan to check on the status of inviting Pete Whitcomb to a future meeting.

The Zoning Ordinance booklets need to have “INSERT A” added. This was a change to the Floodplain Ordinance made in 2008. When the current proposed definition change has been approved at the 2010 Annual Meeting a new set of books with all changes will be produced. Jennifer Swett will email copies of “Insert A” to all Planning Board members.

Other Business:
It was mentioned that the Master Plan was last reviewed in 2003 and that reviews generally take place every 6-10 years.

Upcoming public hearings were mentioned. These include the proposed Zoning change to the Floodplain Ordinance, Tom Paul for a Lot-Line Adjustment and Harbor View/Feins for the phased subdivision. It was mentioned that any lot under 5 acres that is proposed to be reduced in size must get a State application through DES. Dana Bisbee, for Feins, requested meeting at 6 p.m. on the 26th of January as they will be at another meeting during the regularly scheduled Planning Board time. The Board agreed the request was not possible to meet and suggested putting Feins on for the next available meeting, which would be February 9th, within the normal meeting hours.

8:30 p.m. A Motion was made by Joe to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Dave. Unanimously approved.
