Planning Board
Meeting Minutes
April 13, 2010


Present: Dan Sundquist, Pete Blakeman, Carrie Thomas, Joe Burns, David Burnham, Bob Wright and Roger Wells. (Paul Raynor, Julie McCarthy, and Bob DeFelice were absent.)

7:00 p.m. Chair Dan Sundquist opened the meeting.

Preliminary Conceptual Consultation – Harborview: 
Michael Hansen was representing Jonathan Feins and Clayton Platt represented Hansen as the surveyor. Dan explained the purpose of the meeting was to hear the proposed changes to Harborview with the Board giving non-binding feedback. The next step would be for the representatives to return for a Design Review Stage, at which time abutter’s would be notified.

Hansen explained the proposal. The plan is to give up the approved 32 lot subdivision for a new 4 lot subdivision. The existing road designed from the old plan would be utilized, but it would only be for driveway specifications. This would involve one shared driveway leading into three separate lots, Lot 2, Lot 3 and Lot4. Lot1, as shown on the proposed plan, is the already approved, Phase 1 of the current approved 32 lot subdivision. Lot 2 would be given to Hansen for his work in developing the driveway, and Lot 3 and Lot 4 would be for sale. The current permitting for the DES wetlands delineation and wetlands crossings will be used.
 
Joe mentioned the limit of a shared drive to two lots. Wright added the subdivision regulations specify there may be an exception if the road frontage is 500 feet. Roger suggested looking at the option of one lot with a separate driveway and one shared driveway for the two remaining lots. He added it might not be in their best interest to use the existing road proposal. Pete added there needs to be some specifications of the road. The number of lots serviced by one common drive needs to be further researched. Dan will inquire with the Town attorney. Joe wanted clarification as to whether Lot 1 is restricted from any further subdivision. It was determined Lot 1 cannot be subdivided further. Dave stated the need to consider access by the Fire Department.  Joe asked if any work would need to be done on the Town owned road, Stone House Road. Michael answered there would need to be a small amount of work and some drainage changes. Dan suggested the representatives meet with the Town road agent, Paul Parker, to review the road needs. Dan added they need a plan that shows where the buildable areas are as well as specifying the steep slopes, ledge and wetlands. The applicant, Clayton Platt, will need to resurvey the land.

It was clarified that this only needs to be a 3 lot subdivision as the original 32 lot subdivision plan was approved with two phases, with Lot 1 already approved as Phase 1. The remaining 31 lots is the Phase 2, which is being proposed here as a 3 lot subdivision.

In summary the issues to be explored further are the driveway, considering the length, grade, access for Fire Department, drainage and access to three lots, the potential sites of the houses, and the work needed on Stone House Road. Dan will check with the Town attorney regarding the shared driveway issue. Hansen and Platt need to look at the maps and road profiles and get input from the road agent and fire chief.

Previous Minutes: 
A Motion was made by Pete to accept the March 23, 2010 minutes as amended. Seconded by Wright. Unanimously approved.

Reports:   
Wright handed the Chair a sample copy of the new flood insurance map from the state. He added FEMA money is now available with the passing of the ordinance language change at Town Meeting. Dan said the Board would like to have a complete set of the maps. Wright will follow up.

Wright reported on a memo from Paul Parker regarding the recent PSNH tree trimming. The original memo was sent to the Board of Selectmen on January 15, 2010 referring to all trees to be cut “to the ground”, and stating trees in several areas were left with 12 foot bottoms remaining. Wright had a copy of this memo with an added note stating as of March 8, 2010 the work was still not done. Jennifer Swett will send a letter to PSNH to remind them to return to finish the job.

Wright reported Newbury has accepted the road at the Angel Hawk subdivision. The Board expressed the need to have bonding on all roads in the future as well as a means to review each year.

Wright reported the new Highway Facility will not be closer to the wetlands than the current 34 feet. The abutting owner, Bob Pugliese has signed off on an easement for the new well.

Old Business:   
Falvey: Pete reported his review with Dave Burnham of the Falvey application raised some serious issues with signing off at this time. The house footprints, drainage and the grade above 12% need to be reviewed. Dan said Falvey needs to come back in to explain the issues of site management and drainage as well as to prepare some deed language as the conditions can’t be practically met based on the plans that were approved.

Roger suggested the Board invite Ben Frost to come in to talk about workforce housing and any changes that have occurred with the laws governing the issue. Roger will contact Frost for either the April 27th or May 11th meeting.

Other Business: 
Dan discussed the email thread he received regarding the escrow account for Meadow View for water testing. There was discussion as to whether the water testing still needed to be done. Dan will check with the Town attorney. Wright will look into what organization is in charge of the water testing.

Pete mentioned that in the near future there will be available a paid State service for District Reviews.

8:45 p.m. A Motion was made by Wright to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by Dave. Unanimously approved.
